We hereby lodge a complaint for failure to comply with the recommendations for responsible business conduct in the OECD Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises, in connection with the dredging work at the Suape Industrial Port Complex in Pernambuco.

This complaint relates to humans rights and socio-environmental violations committed by the Dutch multinational Van Oord (hiered by the Suape Industrial Port Complex) in its dredging work for the external access channel and the turning bay at the Promar S.A. Shipyard; and further relates to due diligence violations committed by the Dutch enterprise Atradius DSB, which insured the activities of Van Oord in Suape. We also believe that Suape Industrial Port Complex is liable as a state-run public/private company that must implement and develop transparent and responsible governance mechanisms, with levels of efficiency and professionalism.
